Your child has expressed an interest in joining the school orchestra this 

year.

Your child will be placed in a tuition group with other children playing 

similar instruments and will be expected to arrive ready to start playing 

by 8.00am every Friday morning.

Please indicate what 

instrument they wish to play and what level of experience they have.
